WHAT IS TRIAPRINT?

The cell-structured core of Triaprint gives the sheet excellent rigidity and impact strength compared to fluted
polypropylene (PP) sheets, PVC and soft foam boards, whilst retaining its low weight. Smooth, corona treated, bright white
polypropylene layers either side offer the perfect print surface to match alternative materials.

Sometimes referred to as ‘bubble board’, Triaprint has a tri-extrusion open cell core with solid polypropylene liners
applied either side. Antalis now offers Triaprint sheets with either a white internal core or alternatively a black recycled
option. Additionally, you can choose from UV (for extended outdoor use) or fire rated (FR) grades.

Polypropylene can offer environmental advantages over certain other plastics used in visual communication. So why is
polypropylene a good sustainable choice against the use of other similar thin gauge plastics such as polyvinyl chloride
(PVC) and polystyrene for example?

The nature of polypropylene, coupled with responsible and certificated manufacturing practices result in polypropylene
being one of the more sustainable plastics for the Visual Communications sector. Granules (or pellets) of polypropylene
are formed and used in the extrusion of polypropylene sheets. Polypropylene is free from additives often used in the
manufacture of plastics such as PVC. Additives used to give PVC certain important characteristics are inherently achieved
in polypropylene extrusion without the need for these potentially harmful additions.
